Agricultural Machinery: market failing to grow

Final registration data for 2011 signal the stagnation of tractor sales, gaining 0.5%, a 7.2% drop for combine harvesters, transporters off by 12.2% and trailers down 0.6%. Following a positive start for the year, the market showed steady declines which went on to flatten the volume of sales down to the levels reported for 2010. The head of the manufacturers’ association, Massimo Goldoni, affirmed that the mechanization crisis fits into the framework of the country’s general condition and will not improve without an effective growth policy and without the full integration of mechanization into agri-industry policy. 

The agricultural machinery market closed 2011 with a negative balance sheet. According to data developed by FederUnacoma on the basis of registration applications filed with the Ministry of Transport, tractor sales ended the year with a scant 0.5% gain with 23,431 units registered against 23,323 in 2010. This result lined up the market at levels of the past year, which closed with sales down 13.8%, to disappoint hopes for recovery. The figures for the opening months of 2011, though they were conditioned by deferred scrapping incentives and allocations from Rural Development Plan (RDP) funds, fueled the idea that the market trend might be turning around to move into growth but as the year progressed the sales trend nullified this expectation. In the wake of average gains of 22.9% for the first four months of the year came a steady decline in sales in the summer months and into the autumn, down 24.8% in September and by 19.4% in October, to neutralize the positive trend at the beginning of the year. 

Though the tractor market entered stagnation, other types of machinery declined. At the end of 2011, combine harvesters were off 7.2%, at 411 units sold compared to 443 in 2010, transporters tumbled 12.2%, with 1,539 sold units against 1,753 in 2010, and trailers dipped 0.6% with 11,694 units compared to 11,746 the previous year. For these other types of machinery, the results were even deeper in the red against the backdrop of the close of 2010 with a decline of 13.1% for harvesters and an 8.9% falloff for transporters. 
FederUnacoma President Massimo Goldoni commented, “Once again it is difficult to understand the specific dynamics of our sector because in recent years the mechanization market has paid a price for the international economic crisis and difficult conditions especially in our own country. It was not by chance that precisely last autumn, coinciding with our public debt crisis, there were such glaring downturns in the agricultural machinery market as well.” Goldoni went on to say, “Just like for the other production sectors, we are expecting government measures not only for economic austerity but also aimed at growth and, as such, for encouraging the recovery of investments with the conviction that our sector must structurally become a part of development policy for the agri-industry system with a better use of such instruments as the RDP and a close integration with all other measures for eco-compatibility and quality production.”
